MATTER FOR CONSIDERATION AND APPROVAL 

 
CDC8.4.1:  Temporary Affiliation to Namgyal Institute of Tibetology (NIT), Deorali, 

Gangtok from Academic session 2018-19 
The Director, Namgyal Institute of Tibetology (NIT) vide letter dated 1st 
August 2017 proposed in prescribed proforma for temporary affiliation of 
their Institute with Sikkim University from the Academic Session 2018-19. It 
was informed that NIT would offer two year MA course in Buddhist Studies. 
 

After deliberations it was decided to recommend the matter of grant of 
Institutional affiliation to the Academic Council. However, this affiliation 
may not be construed to start courses. For starting any course, NIT has to 
apply in the prescribed proforma and the course has to conform to the 
standards of Sikkim University.   
 

CDC8.4.2: Temporary Affiliation to Sikkim Institute of Science and Technology, 
Chisopani, South Sikkim from the Academic Session 2018-19 
HRDD, Government of Sikkim vide letter dated 11th August 2017 applied for 
temporary affiliation of Sikkim Institute of Science and Technology along 
with two branches of engineering  degree in Computer Sciences and 
Engineering and Civil Engineering disciplines from the academic session 
2018-19. The Vice-Chancellor constituted a four member inspection 
committee under section 4.6 of the UGC Regulations 2009 and clause 11 of 
the University Ordinance OD-1. The Inspection Committee visited the 
institute on 22nd September 2017 and submitted the report.   
 

After deliberations and on the line of recommendations of the Inspection 
Committee, it was decided to recommend the decision of the Inspection 
Committee to the Academic Council for sending a follow-up Inspection in the 
month of May 2018. Institute can seek preponement of the visit if conditions 
have been fulfilled, so that the institute can apply to AICTE in view of the 
timeline for applying to AICTE for approval of the course.  
 

CDC8.4.3: Renewal of Temporary Affiliation of nine (9) colleges for the academic 
session 2018-19 
Vide clause 14 of the University Ordinance OD-1, all colleges affiliated 
temporarily to University are required to be inspected by an Inspection Team 
on annual basis for renewal of temporary affiliation. The Vice-Chancellor 
constituted a four member inspection committees under section 4.6 of the 
UGC Regulations 2009 and clause 11 of the University Ordinance OD-1. The 
Inspection Committee visited all nine colleges from 18th September to 25th 
September 2017 and submitted reports of the visit of all nine colleges as 
mentioned below.

CDC8.4.4: Temporary Affiliation of MA in Education at Loyola College of 
Education, Namchi South Sikkim from the Academic session 2018-19 
Loyola College of Education vide letter dated 22nd September 2017 applied 
for starting MA in Education from the academic session 2018. The Vice-
Chancellor constituted a five member inspection committee under section 
4.6 of the UGC Regulations 2009 and clause 11 of the University Ordinance 
OD-1. The Inspection Committee visited the college on 27th October 2017 
and submitted report of the visit.  

After deliberations, it was decided to recommend to the Academic Council 
for temporary affiliation of MA in Education course with effect from 
academic session 2018-19.  

CDC 8.4.5:  Introduction of a compulsory course on Disaster Management 
UGC vide letter dated 4th October 2017 has requested to introduce 
compulsory courses on Disaster Management for all students of higher 
education which includes the following sub-titles; 

1. Bomb Threat
2. Earthquake
3. Explosion
4. Hazardous material spill/release
5. Campus shooting
6. Terrorist incidence etc.

University is already offering three (3) compulsory papers at the UG 
programmes in five (5) University departments and in all affiliated colleges. 
Those are:  

1) Compulsory English,
2) Environmental Studies (ENVS) and
3) EHS/HR/PA/GS/IPR.

After deliberations, it was decided to recommend for inclusion of a full 
paper on Disaster Management as one of the compulsory paper alongside 
other compulsory papers like EHS/HR/PA/GS/IPR. Further, it was decided 
to constitute a committee for framing the syllabus for Disaster 
Management.
